WESTERN SYDNEY LEADERSHIP DIALOGUE SCHOLARSHIP

The Public Education Foundation’s Western Sydney Leadership Dialogue Scholarships supports
public school students attending a high school in Western Sydney. The scholarships targets students
whose personal circumstances are such that without the scholarship they may not have the
opportunity to reach their full potential.

The scholarships are funded by the Western Sydney Leadership Dialogue, a not-for-profit community
initiative that facilitates interaction between key opinion leaders across industry, government,
academic and the community to support and promote Greater Western Sydney.

Each scholarship will provide financial support of $1,000 per year in year 11 and year 12 (total
scholarship value is $2,000 per student) to help with resources and services to improve educational
outcomes.

The scholarship is to cover educational expenses such as:

=  Uniforms and equipment

=  Stationery and books

= Laptop, IPad or similar device

= Subject or study related software

= Printer

= |nternet connection at home for study

= School excursions and school camps

=  Furniture for study such as desk, chair, lamp etc
=  Face-To-Face Tutoring or Online Tutoring

If a student leaves public school before the end of scholarship period, the scholarship will lapse. Any
unspent monies at the end of the scholarship period must be refunded to the Public Education
Foundation scholarship fund.

BASICELIGIBILITY

e Attends a NSW Public School in the Western Sydney area (see
https://westernsydney.org.au/our-region)

e Currently in Year 10 (in 2019)

e Australian citizen or permanent resident

e Attending a high school in the Western Sydney area

e Evidence of commitment to community issues

e Potential to do well at school and be able to demonstrate that the scholarship will make a
significant contribution to reaching that potential

e Positive attitude towards school and high rates of attendance

e Intention to complete their HSC and continue to tertiary education

e Demonstrate they participation in school life

e Able to demonstrate contribution in the community and/or in extracurricular activities

A selection panel will review all scholarship applications and assess them against the selection
criteria. The selection panel will include representatives of the Public Education Foundation, a
representative from the Western Sydney Leadership Dialogue and independent experts. After
considering all applications, the selection panel will recommend the selected applicants for the
approval of the Public Education Foundation’s Board. The successful applicant will be notified in
December 2019.

Applicants will be notified of the outcome via email. If successful, the scholarship recipient’s school
principal will also receive notification directly.

e A statement outlining why you are a suitable candidate for this scholarship and
how you meet each of the selection criteria. (Maximum 400 words)
e A brief outline of your plans after you have completed your HSC (maximum 150
words)

e A copy of all pages of your most recent school report ready to upload

e A personal reference from someone who knows you. It could be a teacher,
coach, family friend or an employer. (PDF or Word format, maximum 400
words)

e A supporting statement from your Principal (the Principal will be sent an email
requesting them to complete a statement of support)

Note for Principals: Please be aware that your statement is a critical component of the application
form and your feedback is given considerable weight in the process of panel deliberations. The
panels are looking for feedback that goes well beyond simple confirmation that the student is
enrolled in your school.
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SUBMITTING YOUR APPLICATION

Once you have finalized your application and all elements are complete (including references and
supporting statements as required) you can submit it for review.

Applications must be submitted by 11.59pm on Tuesday 17 September 2019.
