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The Public Education Foundation’s Emorgo Scholarship for Music assists a talented musician
commencing at the Conservatorium High School. The scholarship is offered to a student entering
Year 7 at the Conservatorium High School as a member of the Junior Vocal Stream or as an
instrumentalist majoring in the study of a woodwind instrument OR existing Conservatorium High
School students currently in Year 7, 8 or 9 who are majoring in woodwind or the French Horn.

The Emorgo Scholarship for Music will provide a payment of $5,000 to assist with
expenses related to musical studies and education expenses.

The scholarship is to cover musical and educational expenses such as:

=  Purchase of a musical instrument relevant to their musical studies
=  Musical tuition

= Uniforms and other equipment

=  Stationery and books

= laptop
=  Course or study related software
= Printer

=  Excursions and camps

The student must remain enrolled as a student of the Conservatorium High School’s Junior
Vocal Stream or continue to pursue the study of a woodwind instrument at the Conservatorium
High School for the duration of the scholarship.

If a student leaves the Conservatorium High School before the end of Year 7, the scholarship
will lapse. Any unspent monies at the end of the scholarship period must be refunded to the
Public Education Foundation scholarship fund.

The selection panel will include representatives of the Public
Education Foundation, a representative from the Conservatorium High School and
independent experts. After considering all applications, the selection panel will
recommend the selected applicant for the approval of the Public Education
Foundation’s Board. Successful applicants will be notified in December 2020.

Applicants will be notified of the outcome via email. If successful, the scholarship
recipient’s school principal will also receive notification directly.

Note for Principals: Please be aware that your statement is a critical component of the
application form and your feedback is given considerable weight in the process of panel
deliberations. The panels are looking for feedback that goes well beyond simple confirmation
that the student is enrolled in your school, or that you endorse the application
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Once you have finalised your application and all elements are complete (including
references as required) you can submit it for review.
