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The Public Education Foundation’s Manifold Road Creative Scholarships supports public school
students attending a high school in Western Sydney and wishing to pursue a career in graphic
design, visual arts or marketing. The scholarships targets students whose personal circumstances are
such that without the scholarship they may not have the opportunity to reach their full potential.

The scholarships are funded by the Houston Group, whose work spans from deep business and
brand consulting to communications planning and campaign work.

Up to six scholarships are available and each scholarship will provide financial support of $1,000 per
year in year 11 and year 12 (total scholarship value is $2,000 per student) to help with resources and
services to improve educational outcomes.

If a student leaves public school before the end of Year 12, the scholarship will lapse. Please note - if
a student’s attendance rate falls below an acceptable level at any time during the duration of the
scholarship, the scholarship may be withdrawn. Any unspent monies at the end of the scholarship
period must be refunded to the Public Education Foundation scholarship fund.

significant contribution to reaching that potential

e Positive attitude towards school and high rates of attendance

A selection panel will review all scholarship applications and assess them against the selection
criteria. The selection panel will include representatives of the Public Education Foundation, a
representative from the Houston Group and independent experts. After considering all applications,
the selection panel will recommend the selected applicants for the approval of the Public Education
Foundation’s Board. The successful applicant will be notified in December 2024.

Applicants will be notified of the outcome via email. If successful, the scholarship recipient’s school
principal will also receive notification directly.

All applications for the Manifold Road Creative Scholarship must be submitted via the Foundation’s
online portal. You will need to sign up for a PEF-Apply account to access the form. Note — ALL
sections of the application, INCLUDING the Principals Supporting Statement must be completed
before the application can be submitted.

A supporting statement from your Principal which addresses the selection
criteria (the applicant must initiate a request via the online application to

the Principal. This will result in an email being sent to the Principal asking
them to complete a statement of support online) This statement must be
completed by your Principal before the application can be submitted.
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Note for Principals: Please be aware that your statement is a critical component of the
application form and your feedback is given considerable weight in the process of panel
deliberations. The panels are looking for feedback that goes well beyond simple confirmation
that the student is enrolled in your school. Generic responses, or copy/paste responses from
the applicants or referees statements WILL disadvantage the applicant.

Once you have finalized your application and all elements are complete (including references and
supporting statements as required) you can submit it for review.

Applications must be submitted by 11.59pm on Tuesday 10th September 2024.
